Shooters with a 16YARD 

and/or DOUBLES average below the qualifying target minimums will be penalized a minimum of one class. 
Shooters with a HANDICAP average below the qualifying target minimums will be penalized a minimum of two 

yards, not to exceed 26.5yards.
